Consideration of a new liquid hydrogen tank and related equipment, piping and interior fuel dispensers for forklifts, located at the Grainger distribution center, 2710 Keystone Pacific Parkway, APN 021-085-028.  The tank would be located near the northeast corner of the lot, approximately 200 feet from both Keystone Pacific Parkway and Haggerty Drive.  Staff has determined that the project requires a conditional use permit in the West Patterson Light Industrial zone, where the site is located.  The project is categorically exempt from CEQA (§15332 Infill Development and (§15311 Accessory Uses).

Conditions of Approval

1. That the project complies with all applicable State and Municipal Codes, and meets the requirements of the Public Works Director, City Engineer, Building Official, Community Development Director, and Fire Chief. Plans submitted for construction shall be overprinted or have attached all conditions of approval.

2. That the applicant shall comply with all conditions of approval.

3. That the project shall comply with all appliable stormwater regulations (federal, state, and local).

4. As necessary consistent with these conditions, improvement plans shall be submitted for review and approval. 

5. Any lighting shall be consistent with Chapter 18.80 of the Patterson Municipal Code shall be provided. Lighting shall be directed and shielded, so as prevent glare and prevent light trespass onto neighboring residential properties.

6. That a Fire Department approved Knox Padlocks or Knox Key Box shall be installed for emergency access into the fenced area to the satisfaction of the Fire Chief. 

7. That prior to any work, a building permit shall be obtained. 

8. That all fencing shall be coated so as to be non-reflective.

9. The applicant shall obtain an encroachment permit from the Public Works Department for any work conducted within the public right-of-way.

10.  That the applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Patterson, its agents, officers, and employees from any and all claims, actions, or proceedings against the City of Patterson, its agents, officers and employees to attack, set aside, void, or annul, any approval by the City of Patterson and its advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body concerning the project, which action is brought within the time period provided for by the Government Code of the State of California.  he City of Patterson shall promptly notify the applicant of any claim, action or proceeding and shall cooperate fully in the defense. If the City fails to do so, the applicant shall not thereafter be responsible to defend, indemnify or hold the City harmless.

11.  That trees shall be provided as proposed. (condition added by the Planning Commission)
