Developer seeks to secure additional funding for the Project through the inclusion of new investors in Developer’s corporate structure as part of an Amendment to the Agreement. Subject to the terms of Section 10.1 of this Agreement, City consents to Developer securing additional funding for the Project through the transfer of some or all of Developers’ stock to new investors for the development and operation of the Project. The City Manager may execute written confirmation of such an assignment or transfer, as the case may be, through an Assignment and Assumption Agreement, as defined in the Agreement, or a side letter as requested by the Developer.
