AGENDA ITEMS:


1. Public Hearing:

AT&T Wireless Tower – Centennial Park, Negative Declaration, 
#21-02, APN#048-048-010

A public hearing to consider adopting a negative declaration for the 
construction and operation of an unmanned wireless facility, consisting of an 84.9’ tall decorative bell tower, an 8’x8’ pre-cast concrete shelter, and a 30 KW generator, enclosed by a solid wall. The project site is located in the High Density Residential Zone. Located on a site approved for a park, on the east side of Ward Avenue, approximately 500 feet north of the intersection of West Las Palmas Avenue.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit #20-03, Negative Declaration #21-02, AT&T Wireless Tower – Centennial Park, subject to the following conditions

Conditions of Approval
1. That all conditions of approval shall be printed on corrected plans submitted for permits.  The plans shall incorporate all changes resulting from these conditions of approval.  

2. All construction shall be subject to the California Building Code and other applicable construction codes as adopted by the City of Patterson.  

3. Vehicle access shall be, at a minimum, an all-weather driveway capable of accommodating emergency vehicles, and shall be maintained so that adequate site drainage is maintained, and no mud or silt is carried onto public streets.

4. That the project shall be subject to an encroachment permit.

5. All internal combustion engine driven equipment, including construction equipment and permanently installed power generation equipment, shall be properly maintained and tuned in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications.  Idling of all internal combustion engine powered equipment should be limited to ten minutes at any given time.  

6. Any signal interference with the City’s SCADA automated system must be resolved at the expense of the current tower operator.
7. The project applicants shall provide on-air RF studies, within 60 days of activation of the telecommunication equipment demonstrating both FCC compliance and that the site won't interfere with any local signals.  
8. All building utilities shall be underground at the point where they enter the equipment shelter.

9. Project grading shall not interfere with the natural flow or adjacent lot drainage, and shall not adversely impact downstream properties.  Grading plans shall indicate the amount of cut and fill required for the project, including any necessary retaining walls.

10. The project shall be properly maintained in terms of dust accumulation and chipped and/or faded paint, etc. 

11. That any on-site illumination shall not be excessive and shall be directed into the site. 

12. That the lessee and/or operator of the tower site shall provide a minimum of 30 days’ notice of proposed non-operation or abandonment of improvements at the site.  Tower, antennas, and all support equipment shall be removed from the site within 90 days of such abandonment.  

13. That a Construction Waste Management Plan shall be submitted to the Public Works Department for review and approval.  

14. That a 2A:10B:C or larger fire extinguisher shall be installed at locations as specified by the Fire Chief or his/her designated representative.

15. All disturbed areas, including storage piles, which are not being actively utilized for construction purposes, shall be effectively stabilized of dust emissions using water, chemical stabilizer/suppressant, covered with a tarp or other suitable cover or vegetative ground cover.

16. All on-site unpaved roads and off-site unpaved access roads shall be effectively stabilized of dust emissions using water or chemical stabilizer/suppressant.

17. All land clearing, grubbing, scraping, excavation, land leveling, grading, cut & fill, and demolition activities shall be effectively controlled of fugitive dust emissions utilizing application of water or by presoaking.

18. With the demolition of buildings up to six stories in height, all exterior surfaces of the building shall be wetted during demolition.

19. When materials are transported off-site, all material shall be covered, or effectively wetted to limit visible dust emissions, and at least six inches of freeboard space from the top of the container shall be maintained.

20. All operations shall limit or expeditiously remove the accumulation of mud or dirt from adjacent public streets at the end of each workday. (The use of dry rotary brushes is expressly prohibited except where preceded or accompanied by sufficient wetting to limit the visible dust emissions.) (Use of blower devices is expressly forbidden.)

21. Following the addition of materials to, or the removal of materials from, the surface of outdoor storage piles, said piles shall be effectively stabilized of fugitive dust emissions utilizing sufficient water or chemical stabilizer/suppressant.

22. Within urban areas, track-out (earth material deposited on City streets by construction equipment) shall be immediately removed when it extends from the site and at the end of each workday.

23. Any site shall prevent carryout and track-out.  

24. Limit traffic speeds on unpaved roads to 15 mph;

25. Install sandbags or other erosion control measures to prevent silt runoff to public roadways from sites with a slope greater than one percent.
