BHT Auto Storage Extension Request (Architectural & Site 

Plan Review #19-06 and Conditional Use Permit #19-06)

The City has received a request to extend the BHT Auto Storage Project approval expiration date for a period of two additional years.  The project included a vehicle storage facility located on Assessor Parcel Numbers 021-022-028, -043, -044, -045, -046, an approximately 224 acre site located south of Zacharias Road, between the California Aqueduct and Delta Mendota Canal.  The applicant proposes outdoor storage of used, operable and inoperable vehicles for wholesale online auction.  The project is divided into two phases.  The first phase would include a 12,800 square foot office building, parking areas, storm drainage infrastructure, and associated landscaping, on the southern half of the project area, approximately 100 acres.  The second phase would include a 12,800 square foot office building, parking areas, storm drainage infrastructure and associated landscaping on the balance of the site.  No dismantling, draining of fluids, crushing or sale of parts is proposed.  Vehicles are sold in the same condition as they arrive.  The permit time extension requires a public hearing by the Planning Commission. (THIS ITEM WAS CONTINUED FROM THE FEBRUARY 10, 2022 PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING).

2. Public Hearing:

Architectural & Site Plan Review #21-09, Conditional Use 

Permit #21-10 Southern Tire Mart, 2275 Sperry Avenue, 

APN # 021-026-068

A public hearing to consider an Architectural and Site Plan Review and Conditional Use Permit for the construction of an 8,500sf light, truck maintenance facility with three bays, a waiting area, a shop warehouse, two restrooms, an office and a breakroom. The proposed facility will be developed on the existing Pilot Flying J parking lot located at 2275 Sperry Avenue. The facility will service existing tractor trailer customers already utilizing the existing Pilot Flying J. The services offered will be minor repairs which include tire change, oil and lube service, brakes and drums, starter replacement and various other preventative maintenance. Proposed hours of operation are from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m. with 3-5 employees onsite during business hours. The project also includes parking for employees. The project site is located within the West Patterson Projects area, for which the West Patterson Projects EIR was certified in October of 2002. The amount of commercial development proposed by this project was included and analyzed in the certified West Patterson Projects EIR. The city has evaluated the project against the environmental checklist, as recommended in Appendix G of the CEQA Guidelines, to compare the environmental impacts of the “proposed project” with those of the “approved project” (i.e., development approved in the West Patterson Projects EIR) and to identify whether the proposed project would likely result in new significant environmental impacts. Based on this analysis, Staff is recommending that no additional environmental review is
Associate Planner Rodriguez informed the Commission the applicant has requested this item be continued to the March 24, 2022 Planning Commission meeting
Open Public Hearing:
