Draft Parks and Recreation Master Plan
A discussion of the Parks and Recreation Master Plan, which provides a long-term vision for the City’s park system and specific policies and standards to direct day-to-day decisions. A key objective of the Plan is to guide the development of parks, athletic fields, and community facilities to benefit the health and wellness of the Patterson community. The City Council will be the final decision makers regarding the plan. 

City Planner Andrews introduced the consultants and stated they are available via zoom  
Consultant Dana Falk, Gates and Associates

She reviewed the Draft Parks and Recreation Master Plan.
Chairperson West spoke in regard to the retention ponds/basins. Water goes unused, lots of acres of land are being wasted. We need to address this issue. We do not have enough soccer fields.
Vice Chairperson Bendix spoke about retention ponds. He asked if they are being used as parks.
City Planner Andrews stated the ADA guidelines must be met. The basins are public space, the City encourages the space to be used. 

Consultant Linda Gates, Gates and Associates
The master plan can be counted towards park credit. You can make an investment to make it more of an accessible park. Once you start adding the ramps then only so much stormwater can be held there. We suggest for the future to take advantage of this as park space.
Chairperson West also wants more information on dog parks and restrooms.
Commissioner Lopez asked if the City could purchase land for more parks.
